(GPSI) program. Students typically work 20 hours a week August – May, then full time 
during the summer. The goal is to keep the student engaged in the internship for the

duration of the program (usually two years). For example, a student beginning August of 
2021 would continue through May of 2023. The University manages the personnel 
aspects of the internship. The cost is approximately $25,000 to host an intern annually, 
billed in two increments.  
 

On a motion by Commissioner MAZZOTTI, seconded by Commissioner GURNSEY, Commission 
members voted unanimously to move forward with the application process to seek an intern 
through the GPSI program.
